	The Company's business model is not assessed on an instrument-by-instrument basis, but at a higher level of aggregated portfolios and is based on observable factors such as:
	a)  How the performance of the business model and the financial assets held within that business model are evaluated and reported to the Company's key management personnel.
	b)  The risks that affect the performance of the business model (and the financial assets held within that business model) and, in particular, the way those risks are managed.
	c)  How managers of the business are compensated (for example, whether the compensation is based on the fair value of the assets managed or on the contractual cash flows collected).
